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1 Introduction

1.1  The Comprehensive Plan Update Process

Section 15.22223(A) of the Code of Virginstates the:

"Uocal planning commission dharepare and recommend a conepensive plan for the physical
devebpment of the teritory within its jurisdiction and every governing body shall adopt a
comprehesive plan for the territory undersjurisdiction

In the preparation of a comprehensive plan, the commission shall make careful and
comprehensive surveys and studies of the existing conditions and trends of growth, and of the
probable future requirements of its territory and inhabitants. The comprehensive plan shall be
made with the purpose of guiding and accomplishing a coordinated, adjusted and harmonious
development of the territory which will, in accordance with preseawt grobable future needs

and resourcedest promote the health, safetynorals, order, convenienggrosperity and

general welfare of the inhabitants, including the elderly and persons with disabilities.

The comprehensive plan shall be general in nataréhat it shall designate the general or
approximate location, characteand extent of each featuréncluding any road improvement

and any transportation improvement, shown on the plan and shall indicate where existing lands
or facilities are propsed to be extended, widened, removed, relocated, vacated, narrowed,
abandoned, or changed in use as the case mady be

As its name suggest, a Comprehensive Plan is a Commonwealth mandated policy document to
guide the future development of a county. Its objective is to provide a framework for public
officials which elevates daily and yearly decisions from an ad hoc process which focuses on
short term considerations of individual projects and policies by creating a context that
incorporates a long term perspective on a broad range of interconnected issaesabld

affect the health, safety and welfare of the county and its residents. Recognizing the limitations
of trying to plan for 20 to 30 years into the future and the inevitability of unforeseen changes,
the Comprehensive Plan is merely a template sfiés and potential consequences to be
considered in the decision making process, and not a law which dictates or requires adherence
in individual cases. To keep the Plan current, it is to be reviewed every 5 years, which enables
the community to evaluatés impact and update, modify or completely rewrite it as deemed
necessary and appropriate.

Since 2000, the Board of Supervisors has adopted 2 comprehensive plans, one in 2001 and a
second was completed in 2009.

As noted in the introduction to the 200@omprehensive Plan, land and home values
escalated during the first decade of theS2Century, rising from a median value of $78,700
in 2000 to $211,700 in 2009, amounting to an increase of 168.99%. While this increased
property tax revenues, it substaatly decreased state aid to schooBince the adoption of
the 2009 plan, housing prices have declin&gtween 2009 and 2014, property values
decreased 23.24%, falling from a median value of $211¥®062,500. With the median
household incoméncreasing by 22.56% between 2000 and 2014, higher housstghave
made it more difficult for working class and low income households to find affordable
housing, and higher property taxes imposed increased burdens on the poor and those on
fixedincomes.

The property tax rate increased 38.87% between FY10 and FY16 and can only be expected to
increase, given the need for new infrastructure and repairs to and possible replacement of
existing educational facilities. With a decline in revenues from thesgale which fell by 19%
between 2006 and 2014, the County has become more dependent upon the property tax,
resulting in a 15% increase as a source of local revenues.

As property taxes and housing costs have increased, the median household income, in terms
of constant dollars, has decreased, falling by 7.4% between 2000 and 2010. Between 2007
and 2013, the poverty rate increased 33%, rising from 18% of the population to 24%.
According to the2013(the most recen data availablelGINI index a measure ohicome
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124 inequalityused by the U.S. Census Burgdorthampton County had the highest level of
125  household income inequality in Virginia.

126  The population of Northampton County has declined, decreasing by 7.39% between 2000 and
127 2014, and projections from the Cems Bureau and the WeldeBooper Center expect this trend
128 to continue.

129  With the decline in population has come a decline in the number of jobs in the County, which
130 decreased by 10% between 202011 and by 20.7% between 1999 and 2014. With an

131 estimated Iss of between 600 and 700 jobs as a result of the relocation of the hospital, the
132 overall job loss in Northampton is expected to be over 30% in a 15 year period. Increasingly,
133 residents are leaving the county to find work, or working in neighboring cesintin 1999, 918

134 residents lived in Northampton County and worked elsewhere, but by 2014, the number of
135 county residents working outside the county increased to 4,202, while the number of residents
136 living and working in the County declined from 3,953 mdyal,882.

137  When the Planning Commission began its review of the Comprehensive Plan in January of 2012,
138 the data from the 2010 census was not available and the data from the prior plan had not been
139 updated. Nonetheless, the process began with a seriessimining sessions to obtain public

140 input into the planning.

141 1.1.1 Public Visioning Sessions

142 The review of the 2009 Northampton Comprehensive Plan began in 2012 by seeking public
143 input through a series of 7 publically noticed visioning sessions hefaratus locations

144  throughout the county. These meetings began with a brief introduction about the purpose of
145 the Comprehensive Plan, which was followed by participants breaking into small groups to list
146 the assets and liabilities of the county, and itpopunities and challenges, after which each

147  group presented its conclusions to the entire group.

148 Attendance at these sessions totaled 284 out of a County population of 12738&y-nine

149 attended more than one session, 24 attending 2 meetings, 9 atten8imeetings, 5 attending

150 4 meetings and 1 attending all A questionnaire was distributed and completed by 184 of the
151 attendees. Roughly 21% of the participants who filled out the questionnaire provided indicated
152 they lived in a town, and 5% indicatédtey owned property or businesses in the county but

153 lived elsewhere.

154  On resource issues, 81% of the respondents to the questionnaire rated groundwater recharge
155 as important or very important, with 71% rating septic suitability, 68% rating wetlands

156 protection, 65% rating protection of conservation areas, 63% rating historic sites and 62%

157 rating floodplain protection as important or very important.

158 1.1.2 Staff Summary of Public Visioning Sessions
159
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A staff tabulation of the comments from the seven public inpigioning sessions, reported that

a majority of the respondents (73%) considered a population growth rate of 2% over the next

20 years to be reasonable, and that 53% supported a growth rate of 3% or more a year, as

opposed to only 5% favoring a 0% growite and 22% favoring a 1% growth rate. Translating

these percentages to actual numbers, a 1% growth rate over 20 years would equal a population

of 15,038, a 2% growth rate would equal 18,678, and a 3% increase would total 23,150. A 2%

A majority of the respondents (66%) considered a balance between jobs and housing to be
important and very important. The participargenerally indicated the opinion that historic

and natural resources need to be protected, with a significant recognition of the importance of
preservinggroundwater recharge capacity.

1.1.3 Chamber of Commerce Visioning Worksheet Responses

In order to eypand the public input, the Northampton County Chamber of Commerce was asked
to circulate the visioning worksheet to its members. While encouraging support for existing
industries, schools, the rural character, and the recreational opportunities, the ¢ypity for
business expansion from the growing space industry, and the importance of environmental
considerations, Chamber respondents expressed the need for access to health care, continuing
educational opportunities, economic and business developmenteligment along Route 13,

1.1.4 Public Comment Period Input

Every month, the Planning Commission holds a public meetindpigh there is a public

comment period during which any citizen has 3 minutes to offer comments on any topic not on

the agenda, which would include comments on the Comprehensive Plan. Since the Commission

initiated its work on the Comprehensive Plardanmuary, 2012, there have bel@d meetings [COmmented [KL1]: Checknumber }
during which citizens could offer input regarding the plan. During that time, 5 people have

addressed issues specifically related to the Comprehensive Plan and the review piiduess

substance of 4 of thessomments concerned what the speakers felt was a lack of public input,

and 2 were concerned about the lack of studies.

1.1.5 Public Input online at the Department of Planning and Zoning website
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Since February 2012 the Planning and Zoning Departmermiroagied an opportunity for
citizens to submit input to the planning processlore. In that time, no comments have been
received relative to the Comprehensive Plan.

1.1.6 Stakeholders Visioning Sessions

appointed a Stakeholders Advisory Committee, originally composed of 102 members selected
to represent diverse business, industrial, social, and community organizations, geographical and
religious interests. Thaa&keholders Group met on May 9, 2012 to review a vision statement

that had been drafted by the staff. The participants broke into 5 groups, and, after discussing
the draft, each group submitted comment¥here were areas that some groups felt required

more attention and consideration, specifically education and workforce training, economic and
community development, community facilities, and the use of best management practices to
prevent storm water runoff.

The Coalition for Community Pride, Progress Bitahning, submitted a detailed reply covering
multiple issues, including the preservation of Afrigamerican communities in terms of
maintaining their residential character, limiting density, traffic and commercial development,
reducing poverty and crimend increasing safety, access to health care and community
services, and conveniences and concentrating heavy commercial development along Route 13
The organization also favored preserving the middle school and using closed schools for
Community Centex and parks.

The Vaucluse Shores Resid@hissociatiorsubmission addressed the disparity in taxes paid by
home owners and agricultural, aquaculture and forestry interests, the need for more code

One individual expressed concern about lot sizes and setbacks and encouraged grandfathering
them to provide consistency. Because of the large number of unbuilt subdivisions, he
encouraged vacating some of the lotsddbey create the impression of a failing community,
which was also reinforced by the large number of derelict buildings. He favored the need for
more public beaches, but was concerned about taxes.

In 2011, the Board of Supervisors established a 10 member Comprehensive Plan Advisory
Committee (CPAC) for the purpose of creating an ecoanadenvelopment plan for the County,
and, as a secondary goal, to serve in a review function of the whole Plan. The Committee met

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33 times over an 11 month period, and involved hearing from the zoning staff, the PSA, state
transportation and development dffials, including Virginia Resource Authority, the Virginia
Economic Development Partnership, the Assistant Secretary of Commerce and Trade, the
Department of Environmental Quality, Senator Lynwood Lewis, Public Service Authority, and
representatives of vaous business interests.

As a part of its study, the CPAC commissioned American Strategies Incorporated to conduct a
landline and cellular telephone survey of Northampton County residefite study was

conducted between July 9 and July 15, 2012, during which time 350 County residents over the
age of 18 were contacted, representing a demographic breakdown that reflects the general
gender and racial composition of the County. Three hundred and fifty residespgended to

Population also affects desions regarding infrastructure, which must be capable of handling
not just the resident population, but the maximum potential population, requiring that there be
substantial overcapacity at increased cost. This would affect not only the size and caseof w

The Planning Commission believes the resident population will continue to decline over the
short term and the cost of providing needed serviceshe &ging and infrastructure will require
increased revenues.

that employment and wages were issues raised by every group during the public input sessions.

Increasingly, Northampton County residents are dependent on finding wotside the
County According to the 2001 Comprehensive Plan, citing data from the Virginia Employment
Commission, in 1999 only 917 residents lived in the County and worked elsewhere. The July,

by one method of calculation, Northampton County residents spend 23 cents of every dollar of

disposable income outside the @aty. Nor has the growth of aquaculture compensated for

the job loss in agriculture resulting from mechanization and technology.

Public input strongly favors more economic development, with 76% of the phone survey
respondents saying that economic develogmiis too slow, and 75% saying there are too many
restrictions on development along Route 13, and 55% saying that the County needs to loosen
regulations and restrictions on growth and development generally. The CPAC phone survey
findings are generally esistent with the results of the CPAC, the Stakeholders Group and the
public visioning sessions.

A majority of the respondents (61%) in the phone survey agree that tourism and agriculture do

not provide enough jobs to support Northampton families, and tinatt County needs to

develop other businesses and industry to improve the local economy.

also stated that one of the downsides of living in Northampton County is that many

professional skills are not currently located within the County, and the residents often have to

find tradesmen from other areas. While recognizing that the school population is too small to

support a technical high school, the Competitive study recommended a Cheeébnical
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Training program be established within the existing system to address the lackilabtea
trained workers.

There is a significant investment lost when workers, especially young workers, must find jobs in
other counties. Currently, the pgaupil expenditure is over $12,000 a year, which, as noted in
the 2014 Competitive Study, is notsificantly higher than the Virginia average of $11,683.

Over a 12 year period, this would amount to a total investment of $144,000 in each student

For each student that leaves the area to find employment, this investment is a loss of taxpayer
money, whch can only be recovered by increasing the job opportunities within the County.

Another consideration is that few families can survive on a single income, especially given the

low median wage. According to the MIT living wage calculator, almost halidostries in

Northampton County pay less than a living wage. Examining the number of jobs simply on an

industry basis does not account for dependency of residents on-waljie earners within the

family structure.

The Planning Commission projects that the number of jobs in Northampton County will
continue to decline, and with the relocation of the $mtal, decline significantly. The
Commission does not anticipate any near term reversal in the economic condition of the
County, and that a reversal of this trend is dependent upon the adoption of significant and
substantial changes in the rules and régions that govern development especially along
Route 13, the upgrading of the educational system and the expansion of infrastructure.

1.2.3 Taxes and Revenues

During the public visioning sessions, the issue of taxes was raised by a number of pasticipant

concerned with local taxes, and especially property taxes. With a real property tax rate of

0.673 in 2014, Northampton County ranked 33rd out of the 95 counties in the Commonwealth.

In terms of dollars paid in property taxes, theerage for the County was $938 a year,

compared to a statewide average of $1,862 and $650 for Accomack County, placing

Northampton just below the middle in the state in terms of the amount paidwever,

because of the lower median income in the Coutgrthampton ranks 52 out of 134
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counties and independent cities in terms of the percentage of income paid for property. taxes
Cape Charles, Exmore and Eastville each impose an additional tax on property within their
boundaries.

Property taxes are the tgest source of local income, and Northampton is becoming

increasingly dependent upon them, rising from 54% of local revenues in 2004 to 73.3% in 2013,
for an increase of 35.18% in just 10 yeahs the County becomes more dependent upon

property taxes,tibecomes less dependent upon other tax€3ther local taxes and the

percentage of local revenues are: Personal Property Tax providing 12.2% of local revenues,
down 28.65% from 2004; Sales Tax, 6.6% down 23.25% between 2004 and 2012; Recordation
Tax, 0.8%down from 4.1% in 2005; Restaurant Tax (Meals Tax), 1.5%, down 53.12% from 2004;
Transient Occupancy Tax, 1.3%, up from 0.8% in 2004, but the tax rate increased from 2% to
5%; Consumer Utility Tax, down from 6.8% in 2004 to 1.8% in 2012, but taxes on
telecommunications, satellites, and the internet were transferred out of this category into a
state administered program. Part of the increase in the percentage of revenues from the
property tax is the result of an increase in the assessed value of reté @stidne County, which
experienced a significant boom in the first part of the last decade. The effects of the 2008
recession was realized in the 2013 reassessment, when property values fell $584,807,000 or
19.92%, resulting in a tax increase to equale@esnues from the decreased assessment.

In an effort to protect farmland and forest land and preserve open space, tax breaks are given
to land in Agricultural and Forestal Districts and Preservation Easement. According to the 2014
2015 Annual OperatinBudget Summary of Revenues, in FY 2015, the AFD program reduced
revenues by $1,01891, with an additional loss of $360,094 for Conservation easements, for a
total of $1,378,385, which is approximately 10% of all local property tax revenues, resulting in
the addition to the general property tax of $0.07 per $100 to the real estate tax.

In a statement to the Comprehensive Plan Advisory Committee (CPAC), a former Supervisor

lower than 2009, and if inflation were taken into account, the decline is 26.69%. However, the
total budget has increasingly become more dependent upon leanues, with its share rising
from 55.22% to 59.42%, causing the amount of revenue from local sources to increase by
20.65% between 2009 and 20gathough only by 4.9% between 20and 2014. Much of the
increased reliance upon local revenues resultsrfthe reductions in funds from the
Commonwealth, which has maintained its low tax rate by transferring some expenses to the
counties Additionally, because of rising property rates, the County did not qualify for certain
bonuses to support schools in pooounties. The decline in population and the loss of the
number of jobs in the County also contributed to a decline in revenues from other local taxes.

One of the most critical issues is the income inequality in the County. According to the GINI

index,which is the most commonly used index for measuring income inequality and used by

the Census Bureau, Northampton County ranks first in the entire Commonwealth in income

needed improvements in education and infrastructure. The revision of the regulatory structure

is needed to eliminate barriers to development and economic growth, but the impact of such

changes cannot bexpected to produce revenue increases in the short teAn increase in the

population and the number of jobs, especially living wage jobs, and the diversification of the

local economy are needed in order to expand the tax base and reduce the deperuietive

property tax.

1.2.4 Housing

Housing was a major issue raised during the visioning sessions, with particular concern for
affordability. In 2009, when the last Comprehensive Plan was adopted, the median value of a
single family owner occupied homeas $211,700, and by 2014, it had fallen 20.26% to
$168,800 While the housing market generally stabilized nationally by 2011, Northampton
County prices have experienced their greatest decline since then, falling by 18c28&en
2011and 2014 Since 209, the median value of housing in Accomack County never fell, and
even slightly increased.

Since 2000, the cost afl property typesin Northampton has fluctuated significantly, starting
with an average sale price of 4608 reaching a peak of $158,8582004, falling to $7,333in
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2014(Part Il, Section 4, Table 4)1The initial increase in the early part of the decade reflects

the in-migration of a significant number of retirees and second home buyers with excess equity,

which was tempered first byhe implementation of more restrictive development policies and

later by the 2008 recession. As the 2007 Housing Analysis reports, this influx of out of County

It is the second market of modest cost that is of particular concern. Between 1980 and 2010, in
contrast to neighboring counties in Virginia, MarylamatldNorth Carolina, Northampton is the

only County where the number of rental units has declined, falling by 12.2%, compared to a
21.79% increase in Accomack Couriyring that same period, the median contract rent has
increased by 612.53%, compared td6462% in Accomack.

Between 2000 and 2010, the median contract rent increased 80.38%, from $260 per month to
$469, and median gross rent rose 74.41%, from $383 to $668, while the median household
income grew by only 21.32% between 2000 and 2012. Bothdhtact rent and gross rent
figures have increased according to the 2014 ACS $479 and $680, respectively.

The 2007 Housing Demand Analysis for Northampton County, which was used in formulating

the 2009 Comprehensive Plan, predicted an annual populafiowth rate of 1%, projecting a

According to Federal guidelines, affordable housing costs should be 30% or less of a

K2 dz&d S K 2 f RIA Borthayigiah €dinty, over 30% of renters and 38% of homeowners
with a mortgage currently pay more than the Federahstard, which translates into a need for
1,222 units, which is about 150 more units than estimated by the 2007 Housing Demand
Analysis. The affordabhousing gap primarily affects young people, single parent households,
and the elderly.

The Planning Comssion projects that housing demand will remain relatively stable in the
short term, with increased demand for waterfront property. There will continue to be a
shortage of affordable housing unless there are policy changes that allow more dense
developmentin specific designated area®f particular concern is housing for the elderly,
which is a growing portion of the population, often living on a fixed income but facing
escalating maintenance and utility costs plus increasing property taxes on propeytath
reluctant to leave, resulting in the need for increased County services.

1.2.5 Community Facilities and Services

The state of the educational system was a major issue raised in visioning sessions and by the
Advisory Committee and Stakeholders Grouwoncern was expressed not only about recurring
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accreditation problems, but also workforce training and life skills needed to survive in a rapidly
changing economy during which the average person will change careers at least 5\itiniés

the quality d the schools is especially important to young families, it affects the ability of the
County to attract and sustain an adequate workforce attractive to industry.

The impending relocation of the hospital was a major concern raised in the various foruins, an

Support was also expressed for additional public access space, such as beaches, bjke path
parks and recreational facilities, which would benefit not only the residents, but the tourist
industry as well.

The Planning Commission supports efforts to improve the educational system and recognizes
the need for increased funding, not only for impem facilities but also to compensate
LISNE2YYSt>X | yRZI IAQBSY (GKS /2dzyieqa Odz2NNBy i
needed improvements.

1.2.6 Natural Resources

The ecological uniqueness of Northampton County is not simply a benefitezhjoy the
residents, but an important element of the local economy providing the foundation for
agriculture, aquaculture and tourism. Preserving the natural resources of the County was
strongly supported by the respondents in the phone survey and thégiaents in the visioning

upon aquifers, especially in the southern part of the County.

The Planning Commission supports the necessity of assuring the sustairtdtifity
groundwater supply and the need for strong regulations to protect the aquifer and general
quality of the waters surrounding the mainland, which can be achieved through the
enforcement of best management practices and development policies that incatg
environmental protections. The sustainability of the groundwater supply should be a major
policy consideration in any decision regarding future development.

1.2.7 Route 13 Corridor

There was much discussion among the participants in all the gnegigeding the most
appropriate use of Route 13tretching the entire length of the peninsula, this highway is the
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most traveled road in the County, connecting residents and travelers with the mainland in the

South, and access to Accomack and the Easst@oshe North, making it an ideal location for

commercial development. However, most of the roadway is on top of theGsedesource

aquifer and grounevater supply. In the phone survey, 75% of the respondents supported

In addition to concern about protecting the recharge area, some local officials expressed the
fear that commercial development along Route 13 would take business away from towns, while
others were conerned that keeping all development in the towns would cause increased traffic
and congestion. Some participants expressed the concern that entrances to commercial
facilities along the highway would create dangerous traffic conditions with people entnithg
exiting the roadway. While it is generally true that placing commercial activities outside the
towns along the highway would divert some traffic from the towns, the reality is that most
businesses need to serve a wider population than exists in twasand have already located
along Route 13, including major chain grocery stores, fast food restaurants, financial
institutions and hardware stores.

The Planning Commission does not foresee any substantial commercial development along
Route 13 in the naafuture because there is not a sufficient resident population to support

many new retail businesses. The lack of commercial businesses along the highway does result
in the loss of an economic opportunity of attracting those traveling through the Cooragher
destinations, resulting in a potential revenue loss to the County. Moreover, the existence of
some commercial development near town entrances could serve as a gateway for travelers to
explore nearby attractions. The Commission supports the adoptf policies and regulations

that would concentrate commercial development in and near town entrances, with limited
access and egress to Route 13.

1.2.8 Poverty

Poverty was an issue raised in some of the visioning sessions and discussed at length in the

CPAC report as well as during many Planning Commission meetings. The poverty rate in the

County has been a persistent problem, and since 2009, has increased by 33%, rising from 18%

of the population to 24% in 2014The rate of children in poverty wastasated to be 33% in

2013. While more jobs are the obvious solution, there are many factors often acting in

combination that lead to poverty. Of particular concern is income inequality which according to

the GINI index, Northampton County ranks firsiniaome inequality in the Commonwealth of

Virginia, with the top 20% of the residents receiving 55% of the income, and the bottom 20%

receiving only 2%. And in a May 4, 2015 article in the New York Times on the Best and Worst

2% of all counties.
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616  Without new employment opportunities, the Planning Commission does not foresee any short
617 term reduction in the poverty rate, and supports policy changes that provide increased

618 educational, housing and health care options, and the creatiba coordinated effort to

619 address the multiple causes of poverty in the County.

620 1.2.9 Land Use and Development Patterns

621

622  Future land use policies are at the heart of the planning process and were a central topic in all
623 of the deliberations of the vari®iforums. However, there is no clear consensus as to where
624 new development should occur. According to the CPAC telephone survey conducted in 2012, in
625 response to the statement that new business construction should be encouraged only in

626 already developedreas, 45% of respondents agreed with the statement, and 49% disagreed
627  Other survey statements regarding economic development were rated by the respondents
628 using aresponse scale with a range -oibl priority to 10 a top priority.

629

630 The following 4tatements were rated 8 to 10 by a majority of the respondents to the

631 respective statements as follows: 1. preserving and protecting the local environment and

632 coastal areas (55%) 2. changing the existing zoning ordinance to encourage business

633 development §5%) 3. creating a business friendly environment that attracts new companies
634 and jobs (77%) 4. protecting the rights of property owners (69%).

635

636 The respondents to the survey are clearly concerned about protecting the environment but also
637 want to encourageconomic growth. Certainly, these are not mutually exclusive objectives.
638 Itis the belief of the current Planning Commission members that a middle ground could be
639 accomplished with common sense management of future development in Northampton

640 County.

641

642  Thelocation of future commercial development was another issue raised by many in the

643 visioning sessions and reports, with conflict as to whether it should be limited to areas in or
644 adjacent to the towns and allowed along Route 13. There was concern aboatrexidential

645 development, especially in view of the number of buildable lots already in existence and the
646 current lack of demand.

647 The complexity of the regulatory land use process, the burdensome procedural requirements,
648 and the number of limitations orhe use of private property and their cumulative impact on

649 deterring economic development was raised in a number of the visioning sessions and in the

651 The Planning Commission does not anticipate any significant increase in new residential
652 devdopment in the near term, but recognizes the need for new opportunities for additional
653 commercial development. While commercial development within the towns should be a
654  priority, it should not be limited to only the towns. The Commission rejects thetidaavery
655 development threatens the natural environment, and supports the concept that appropriate
656 rules can be formulated to avoid and mitigate negative impacts. The Commission also
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recognizes the right of individual owners to the use and enjoymetheif property in ways
that do not create a nuisance to others and acknowledges the need for a major revision and
simplification of the regulatory process.

We envision a community that has created an active and coordinated policy to effectively
address the issue of persistent poverty in the County and its multiple causesimgsula
substantial reduction in the poverty rate, especially among children and the elderly.

We envision a community that provides its residents and visitors access to a wide range of
attractions resulting from having preserved our natural resources.

We envision a community that provides our residents with economic opportunity throughout
their lives.

We envision a community that embraces diversity, practices acceptance and tolerance, and
promotes creativity, entrepreneurship, justice, and ethics.

We envsion a community that promotes a relaxed lifestyle.
We envision an environmentally conscious community that recoanizes its responsibility to

2.1  Land Use and Community Design

The overall land use strategies and goals identified in this Comprehensive Plan update are a
result of data and information gathereidom community input, the Comprehensive Plan
Advisory Committee (CPAC) research and community survey, input from the Comprehensive
Plan Stakeholder Group, and County stafhe Land Use Goals are based on a primary planning
LINAY OA L S 2 7F LIN@ral, faluiiahayidiagricuituBal areasday ficasidg new growth
in the County to areas envisioned for development. Further, text provisions in this Plan are
intended to take precedence over map provisions, if there are inconsistencies.

2.1.1 Land Use Planning Goals
The key goals reflected on the Future Land Use Map and in land use policies are as follows:

1 Conserve, preserve and protect the County's natural resources, including prime
agricultural soils and the environmental attributes that contribute thesalthy
coastal ecosystem, such as its wetland ecosystems, barrier islands, bird habitats
and coastal shellfish areas.

1 Maintain the County's predominantly rural character by promoting agriculture,
aquaculture, tourism, and other commercial enterprisegesnomic industries
in the County and as preferred land uses in the majority of the County.

1 Protect the County's groundater recharge areas and ensure that development
is limited to a level that conserves the quality and quantity of the County's
groundwder supply

1 Preserve the County's historic settlement pattern of distinct towns and villages
surrounded by open space.

1 Ensure that areas designated for new development are appropriately located
according to the policies and Future Land Use Map inRtas and scaled to be
compatible with the existing towns and villages.

1 Maximize utilization of infrastructure by encouraging concentration of
commercial development in and around towns.

2.1.2 Community Design Goals

The key goals reflected in the follavg Community Design planning goals and Community
facilities are as follows:
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1 Promote infill development in existing towns and villages and rehabilitation of
existing structures.

1 Allow for a range of residential densities to provide housing options varied
enough to meet the needs of all incomes.

1 Ensure new development is appropriately located and scaled to be
complementary extensions of existing settlements and structures and, where
appropriate, the rural landscape.

1 Minimize the creation of new entrances maintainthe safety of U. S. Route 13.

The Future Land Use map identifies the boundaries and locations that are appropriate for each
settlement pattern except for Planned Unit Developmebézause ¢ date there is no clear
consensus among thewns, the County Board of Supervisors and the Planning Commission of
its purpose and potential uses and benefithe Planning Commission will work with ttoavns

to develop a mutually agreed upon concept apatiite to the appropriate areas of the County.

2.2 Land Use Areas
2.2.1 Conservation

These are areas with significant environmental sensitivity, and/or those areas that are currently
protected from developmentThey are established to minimize floodimgpacts, maximize
groundwater recharge capacity, and protect key natural resources, such as migratory bird
habitats and coastal waters. Examples include tidal wetlands, freshwater wetlands, salt marsh
and similar sensitive lands. These areas includeatmihot limited to state lands, private
preserves such as the Barrier Islands and other lands subject to conservation easements and
riparian areas. This planning area is the least densely developed of all of the planning areas.
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The following should be osidered when planning for appropriate land uses, community
design, facilities and utilities in Conservation areas.

a. Appropriate land uses for Conservation areas include permitted preserves, outdoor
recreational and agricultural, seafood harvesting amdilar natural resource based uses.

b. Nonresidential uses, excepteferred land usedcidental to and supportive of conservation,
agriculture, seafood harvesting or outdoor recreation, will be discouraged.

¢. The County may permit conservatiaiated institutional uses that help preserve ecologically
sensitive areas, farmland, seafood harvesting, open space or historic or scenic resources.

d. Development densities in Conservation areas should not exceed 1 dwelling per 50 acres.

e. New residetial development proposed in Conservation areas should be clustered to

maintain very low development densities, or exhibit other conservation design principles to
preserve orsite ecological, environmental, natural, cultural, historic, scenic and operespac
resources. Proposals for compatible a@sidential uses should also exhibit conservation

design principles, employ conservation easements to limit development to specific areas and to
ensure that the use proposes minimal degradation to the naturalrenwment.

f. Public sewer and water service generally will not be extended to Conservation areas except
that the County may consider the extension of public utilities to resolve public health threats.

g. With the exception of public parks, preserves antHoor-recreation facilities, community
facilities should not be located in Conservation areas.

h. Transportation access and improvements in Conservation areas should be limited to the
minimum necessary to serve uses in the Conservation areas.

2.2.2 Agricultural

Agricultural areas are those areas of the County that are predominantly in agricultural and
forestal uses and not served by public utilities. These areas generally include the County's
prime agricultural soils and viable farm and forestry opierss. Agricultural areas typify the
historic, managed open landscape of Northampton County that includes fields, pasture, wood
lots, and rural homesteads. These areas include active agricultural operations, forest uses and
low-density rural residentialses.

The following should be considered when planning for appropriate land uses, community
design, facilities and utilities in Agricultural areas.
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a. Land uses for Agricultural areas include agricultural uses, and rural uses that complement
and supporffarming. The County seeks to maintain the existing rural character of these areas.

b. Lowdensity rural residential development should be permitted in Agricultural areas.
Development should be buffered from adjacent agricultural uddigh-densityresidential
development should be discouraged on prime agricultural soils.

c. The County will continue to promote farmlafidrestland-retention programs, such as
Agricultural and Forestdistricts, in Rural/Agricultural Areas. The County will vigorously
supportéRight to Farml y R & NJ& duét foredirgforésgménagemertsilvicultural

including, but not limited to, timber harvesting conducted following Virginia Best Managée
Practices as already required by and enforced according to Virginia law, thinning, reforestation
of forest stands utilizing planted and native seed sources, grdnased and aerial herbicide
release and site preparation, and prescribed burning f@& gieparation, timber management,
forest stand fuel reduction, and wildlife habitat manageméapolicies in Rural/Agricultural

areas to protect existing farmemad andfarmersand working forestlands and ownefrom
complaints from neighboring rural residents.

d. New primary noragriculturallycompatiblebased industrial and commercial uses are
discouraged in Agricultural areas.

e. Low impact uses that are complementary to agriculture, naturéeoitage based tourism
uses may be allowed.

f. Development densities in the Agricultural areas generally should not exceed 1 dwelling per 20
acres.

g. New residential development proposed in Agricultural areas should be clustered to maintain
very low deelopment densities and preserve open space. To protect farmers from nuisance
complaints from neighboring residents, plats for new residential lots located within the
Agricultural areas should disclose that the preferred land use in the immediate vizirifig

new lot is agriculture.

h. Proposals for compatible nonresidential uses should exhibit conservation design principles to
ensure development of specific areas that will minimize conflicts between farming ard non
farming uses.

i. The County generglwill not provide public sewer and water service to Agricultural areas
except that the County may consider the extension of public utilities to resolve public health
threats.

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j. For new development, ofite sewage disposal will be discouraged.

k. With the exception of public parks and recreation facilities, the siting of community facilities
shall be minimized in Agricultural areas.

|. Transportation access and improvemeimsigricultural areas should be limited to the
minimum necessary.

2.2.3 Villages

Villages arainincorporated rural communities often of local historic or cultural significance,

which grew up along major thoroughfares, around train stations, or at cbestations with deep
water access or at major crossroads. Although the Villages generally do not have access to

central sewer and water, they usually have a higher density core that includes a mix of

residential, commercial, industrial, and institutionades. Villages have served and will continue

to serve as focal points for surrounding rural areas and for maeteted industries.

The following should be considered when planning for appropriate land uses, community

design, facilities and utilities in Villages.

a. Appropriatdand uses in Villages include a compact mix of residential, watated,

commercial, industrial and institutional uses at higher densities than in surrounding rural areas.

New residential development and smattale commercial uses should be encouratpedtilize

b. The working waterfront areas of Villages should continue to support marine and-water
related industries, such as aquaculture, fisheries, seafood businesses, -bated tourism and
other compatible businesses.

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c. The County should encourage the maintenance and rehabilitation of existing structures in
Villages to maintain propéy values, to provide a range of housing options for all income levels,
and to provide commercial opportunities.

d. The density in Villages should not exceed 4 dwelling units per acre for-fimglhg or multi
family development.

e. The viability andistoric character of existing Villages should be maintained by encouraging
preservation of historic structures and preservation of the historic pattern of developed and
undeveloped areas that define the Village.

f. A mix of housing types may be appropeian Villages. Alternative housing types such as
accessory living units and liweork units (typically commercial space on the ground floor with

living quarters above the work space) are encouraged in Villages to expand the range of housing
options avadble to County residents. In general, new residential development should not be
permitted within the working waterfront and harbor areas, unless it replaces existing historic
structures that are part of the harbor area.

g. All new development within th¥illage should be closely related to the existing, historic
character of the Village. Design elements may include multiple uses within a single building,
multiple uses adjacent to one another, building fronts set close to the street, safe pedestrian
acces between sites and along sidewalks;sireet parking, and parking lots and parking areas
located behind buildings. Waterfromelated uses must be designed to be compatible with the
character of the existing harbor area and to relate to the streetslauitilings adjacent to the
harbor area.

h. In the absence of public water and sewany new development in Villages shoué
supportedby existing natural resources and infrastructure systems.

i. Transportation access to Villages is usually via existing collectors or rural highways, with a
network of smaller streets serving the Village center. New development in or adjacent to Villages
must connect to and reinforce the traditional Village roadvwnerk.

The amount of new growth that can be accommodated within these Towns will vary
substantially depending generally upon the availability of municipal sewer and water service
At this time, only Cape Charles and Exmore offer public sewer and water service. Eastville
operates a municipal water system and will also be more likely to attract development interest
than the other incorporated towns that do not.

Planned Unit Developments are aredwmracterized by unified site design for a variety of

housing types and densities, clustering of buildings, common open space, and a mix of building
typesand land uses in which project planning and density calculation are performed for the
entire development rather than on an individual lot basis.

Planned unit developments are intended to provide for variety and flexibility in design
necessary to implemerthe varied goals as set forth in the comprehensive plahrough a
planned unit development district approach, the regulations are intended to accomplish the
purposes of zoning and other applicable regulations to the same extent as regulations of
convenional districts.

It is intended that planned unit development districts be established along major corridors or
growth areas District master plans should demonstrate a unified development with an
interconnected system of internal roads, sidewalks, anthgas well as manage access points
along existing roads in order to maximize safety and the efficiency of existing roads.

Benefits of a planned development include less infrastructure costs, more efficient provision of
public safety services, less envimeantal impact, andvith the provision of affordable housing
canachieve significant economic and social integration.

Because many businesses,

such as restaurants, grocery stores and gas stations, cannot easily distinguish their customers

on the basis of residents and visitors, figures onithpact of taurism are difficult to

determine. But fluctuations in sales during typically tourist seasons indicate that tourism is a
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1374 significant and increasingly important factor in the local economy. With the assistance of
1375 certain state tax incentives, manufacturirggcurrently experiencing a resurgence.

1376 For a variety of reasons, the basis of the economy has been shifting away from the goods
1377 producing sectors towards the service sector. According to the U.S. Census, in 2014, Health
1378 Care, Education and Social Assise was the largest source of employment in the County. Of
1379 the estimated 4,108 jobs in both the public and private sector in Northampton, only 1,581, or
1380 38% were related to basic industries. Within this sector, 20.8% were in Agriculture, Forestry,
1381  Fishihg and Hunting, 44% were in manufacturing and 35% were in tourism.

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1395 The market value of agriculture can be expected to increase, but the economic importance of
1396 this sector is diminishing. Because of mechanization and technological advances, its labor
1397 requirements are decliningnd its share of the workforce is decreasing. The amount of crop
1398 land in production has remained relatively stable over the last few decades, and there is little
1399 likelihood, given the geography of the area, there will be any significant additions. diugto
1400 the 2012 Census of Agriculture, 77% of farmland currently in use is leased. While there are
1401 programs, such as the Agricultwfabrestal District Program and conservation easements,
1402 designed to help preserve land for possible agricultural uselathg term and even permanent
1403 restrictions on development magiscouragenany owners especially lessorfom

1404 participating in these efforts. Without a losigrm commitment, farmers may be unwilling to
1405 make the investments in leased land needed to imprgiedds and comply with environmental
1406 and regulatory requirements.

1407 The average age of the farmer in the County is 59, which is 10 years greater than the general
1408 average, making succession an issue. This is especially true when there are multiple potential
1409 heirs, who may not be willing to maintain the family tradition, especially if the subdivision of
1410 land among the heirs would affect the potential economic viability of its continuance as an
1411 agricultural operation. This could lead to the ultimate saleheftand for other uses, or attract
1412  a corporate buyer who could initiate industrialized farming practices on the land, which may
1413 not becompatible with adjoining propertiesEnvironmental regulations have caused many of
1414 the value added production faciliieto close or leave the area, and increased vertical

1415 integration within the agriculture industry may be an impediment to their return.

1416  One opportunity for growth is for farmers to find a niche in the supply chain that could best be
1417 met through local produion. There is the example of one farmer who saw a growing market
1418 in craft beers, and began growing hops, which helps them avoid the cost of transport from the
1419 major hop growing areas in the Pacific Northwest, reduces travel time, and enables buyers to
1420 specify the type of hops they want. Seeing a growing market that relies on specific goods
1421 supplied from distant producers is an opportunity not only for farmers, but manufacturers and
1422  other producers that could be the basis for economic growth.

1423  Agriculturewas also once a main source of the multiplier effect, wherein farmers purchased
1424  much of their supplies from local merchants. With the use of fertilizers, pesticides, seeds and
1425 farm equipment now mainly supplied by out of state companies, its multiplfecefs

1426  diminished. However, this is not unique to agriculture, in that most of the items sold in retail
1427 stores, such as clothing, hardware, fast food and grocery stores are imported from other areas
1428 outside the County.

1429  Aguaculture faces a similar problemn that much of the intertidal zones and public shellfish

1430 areas are owned by the state, and leased under an outdated survey that was made over 125

1431 years ago. Updating this survey should be a priority to provide additional opportunities. Access

1432 to the waters of the area are a concern to this sector, in that there is a lack of convenient boat

1433 ramps for workers. Water quality is also a major concern, which puts this sector in conflict with
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over its distribution system is a significant advantage, with many farmers able to directly
negotiate and supply buyers without having to go through brokers.

Recent uncertainty over policies regarding the Federal commitmeanforcing environmental
standards poses a threat to the viability of this industry. It should also be recognized that the
localoyster industry currently has a unique competitive position resulting from environmental
issues in other producing areas, sushacidification in the Pacific Northwest, an oil spill in the
Gulf of Mexico, lack of access to clean water in the Florida panhandle and pollution on its east
coast, and disease on the upper Atlantic. But however much production is expanded,
aquacultureis not a major source of employment and is unlikely to become so, unless there are
value added facilities built within the County. However, the lack of infrastructure may be an
impediment, in that such processes normally use large quantities of watéchwould have to

be drawn from the aquifer, which is the sole source of water in the County. Additionally,
processors generally prefer to use natural gas rather than electricity. Although there are plans
to extend a pipeline down from Maryland, it woudehd in Accomack. Additionally, there are
increasing conflicts between aquaculture farms and waterside residential use over issues of
noise and aesthetics.

Manufacturing is also a basic industry, and a source for living wage jobs. Specialty

manufacturing such afirms like Bayshore Concrete Products Company, create goods for a

variety of uses, and operations such as New Ravenna Mosaics and Moonrise Jewelry have

Moreover, the availability of and proximity to convenient medical facilities is an
important consideration to businesses and indivibueonsidering relocating to the area,
especially when a significant number are retirees.

Rural Health Care System received County approval to combine and expand their operations in

a central location near Eastville, whiglil provide increased health care options to the general

population. The County has also recently taken action to expand its emergency services

capacity by authorizing an increase in staffing and equipment.

The real estate industry contributes not oritythe economic growth of the County by
increasing the tax base through new residential and commercial development, but also
supports other economiactivities.

to 27%, while the percentage of owner occupied housing units has fallen from 55% to 49% and
renter occupied units decreased from 32% to 24%. (Part Il, Section 5, Table 5.3) Seasonal
housing is tha becoming a significant source of outside investment in the county by non
residents, as well as providing what are often upscale rental units to tourists.

In 1996, real estate sales in the County totaled $20,027,821, and at the height of the housing
bubble in 2005, rose to $226,566,864. Sales fell to a low of $55,894,600 in 2010, with a
reported $64,814097 in 2012 (Part Il, Section 4, TabJe W addition to the commissions

earned by local brokers and agents on these sales, the real estate industricately linked

to a number of other sectors of the economy, supporting local jobs in such industries as
construction and remodeling, landscaping, mortgage brokers, title companies, appraisers,
property management, attorneys and surveyors.

important. While towns provide a central shopping location for those visiting the area,

travelers along Route 13 offer the best potential for attracting new austis. Attracting this

base requires visibility from the highway, which could best be achieved by allowing a limited

number of concentrated commercial clusters at strategic locations. Most beneficial would be

locating these clusters near the intersectidaading into the towns, which could serve as a

gatewayinto the towns.

While a growing sector in terms of providing employment opportunities, the salaries are
generally low and much is part time employment. Also, because of the low population, many
retail outlets must serve a diverse economic population by providing goods and services to
multiple income levelsThis make# unprofitable to provide a wide selection of high end

goods, which results in those with economic resources, such as the retirees and second home
owners, to shop outside the area or online.

As productivity has been increasing in the basic industried eapecially manufacturing,
employment has been decreasing. However, there has been little increase in productivity in
the service sector, which partly explains why this sector is employing an increasing share of the
workforce. Because many segmentstod service sector, such;dwalth care workers,

teachers and store clerks must provide personal attentiworkerscan serve only a limited
number of clients at a time. This limits their productivity to levels substantially below other
economic sectorsrad that is not likely to change. This causes the price of such services to
increase more rapidly than other more efficient sectors. Alternatively, parts of this sector, and
especially the retail sector, provide not only employment, but produce tax res®oun their

sales, which is a significant factor in terms of producing the revenues needed to provide public
service.

Tourismrelated activities continue to generate increasing revenue in the County, in part due to
LINB&a SN GA2y 27F (WcBs.

It is well established that the migratory bird habitat on the Eastern Shore
peninsua, particularly in the Southern Tip of Northampton, is hemispherically important to
shore birds, songbirds, and raptors. Bird and wildlife watching has the potential to expand
tourism in the off season.

The future growth of this sector will be greatlygndent upon increasing the number of

facilities and ameities available to tourist. Gnpossibility is expandintie tourist season by
attracting conferences and meetings, which will require additional infrastructure and land use,
with the most optimal areas being waterfront areas and proximity to local afivast There is

also a need for additional public ameet#i, such as beaches, boat access ramps, golf courses

and parks, which would require the County government to purchase the land for such uses.

3.4 Business Development

According to the U.S. Census, in 2014, there were 325 employer business establishments in the
County,and 1,014 noremployer establishments. This compares with 329 employer
establishments and 1,013 neemployer establishments in 2002. The largest number of

employer establishments was in 2007, when there 367 employer and 1,04émployer
establishments.Receipts from Nomemployer businesses in 2002 were $30,418,000, rising to a
high of $45,018,000 in 2005, and then totaling $39,310,000 in 2014. There are 710 business
licenses issued by the Northampton County Commissioner of Revenue.
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plan. To be sustainablghe business must have all the elements of production, whether a

material item or a service, available and at a cost that is competitive with other firms in their

marketplace and must also be good at management and marketing. The growing or expanding

busines looks at a variety of input factors including, but not limited to, workfaoe

education, facilities and infrastructure, taxes and regulation, community servicésasuc

healthcare and recreatiorggistics and accesanda strong sense of place andlre to

attract talent. The issue of workforce housing has been addressed in the Housing component

of the plan, but it must be emphasized that availability of adequate and affordable housing (see

Part I, Section 4) is essentialmaintaining a qualifie¢ workforce needed to support business

vitality. Additionally, housing options at all middle and lower tiers are needed to accommodate

both low skilled workers and young professionals starting families, but most agree that about

80% of growth is from exisg business.

$39,310,000, which is down from $45,018,000 in 2005.

Given that many locdlusinesses would start off small, a business incubator program and
facility could greatly assist new entrepreneurs by providing financial and educational support
and technical services, as well as needed physical space. The Joint Aeslamhaknpton
Plnning District has received a grant to study the feasibility of utilizing the former
Northampton County Middle Sclbbin Machpongo as the location for an incubator facility,
which could ultimately provide belowarket rates to startup businesses as veslassistance
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in developing business and marketing plans. Generally, companies typically remain in the
program for a period of two years, during which time companies share expenses for
communications and internet, as well as the use of production equippana means of

reducing overhead and operational expenses. The results of the study are scheduled to be
available in late 2017, and the establishment of such a program would be a significant benefit
to the area.

While entrepreneurial activity may be étrsign of a healthy and growing economy, it could also
indicate underlying economic problems, in that it may be involuntary because there are no
jobs. In 2015according to the Commissioner of Reventiere were 710 licensed businesses

in the Countywith 153 in construction, which was one industry particularly impacted by the
2008 recession, but whose skill set could eds#lyransferred to other areagigures on

business startups should be evaluated in the context of other economic indicators, sineh as
unemployment rate, graduation rate, size of the workforce and per capita income to determine
if it is a sign of positive or negative growth.

The County has attracted an increasing number of retirees, who not only bring capital resources
into the areabut also varied corporate and managerial experience which can be an incentive

for starting their own business, especially for those who were laid off during the recession and
unable to find new work. These retirees bring capital, experience and knowleligh can be

a resource for others. However, retirement can also lead to boredom and has led to a surge of

the retirees are following thie dreams of what they had always wanted to be, or are simply
looking for some activity to keep them occupied. This may have a detrimental impact on the
local economy, in that, while losses are to be avoided, profit itself and income are not the prime
motivating factors, and as such, may drive out similar competing firms whose owners and their
employees are dependent upon the income from these establishments for their economic
survival.

An effective economic plan must also capitalize on opportunitieshiaate been overlooked in

travelers every year, most of whom generally just pass through the area and are not being

effectively captured. These travelers ar@otential market that is not being sufficiently

captured. Creating a limited number of concentrated commercial developments, preferably in

close proximity to the towns, along Route 13 could not just increase tax revenues but serve as

an introduction tothe areas that could induce travelers to explore the opportunities available

in the adjacent towns and the attractions in the County. Additionally, concentrated centers

could provide a central location for groups of interconnected firms, such as suppé&ated
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industries and specialized institutions to be clustered into a single geographic location which
could promote increased economic growth and reduce transportation and supply issues.

There is another way in which Route 13 can be a source for edorgrowth. The trucks that

pass through the County from such locations as Massachusetts, New York, and New Jersey are
delivering materials and finished products that were manufactured at more distant location.
Many of these trucks are carrying manufa@drparts to defense contractors in Norfolk, and
transportation costs can be a significant element in the price of the product. Additionally, time
can be an important element, in that changes in design may require that managers and
engineers have to traved distant locations to update plans and oversee their construction.
Identifying the ultimate user of these goods traveling through the County and their source
could provide the opportunity to shorten the production chain and decrease the need for
manageial travel. In many cases, they are carrying specialty paetproduced by small firms.
This would require studying the production processes used by companies across the Bay, and
understanding production channels. The development-bf Brinters hasnade it possible to
produce highly specified components, for sophisticated machinery, and adapt and adjust the
designs quickly, with little labor costs. The source of goods could be identified by discussions
with contractors, Dunn and Bradstreet reportsSthES20 reports from state employment
agencies. Once this data is collected, local investors could be given the option of supporting
new business, or the manufacturers themselves could be contacted about the potential for
opening a new plant in the aredf a plant were to be established, it could help retain angr
skilled workers to the areaho could form a core workforce that would attract other

businesses, and be the basic for a manufacturing cluster, with workers who have

interchangeable skills

3.4.1 Target Industry List - Accomack Northampton Planning District Commission

Over the last few decades, there have been various studies of the Northampton economy
which produced a variety of plans for economic growth. In the 1980s, the Nature Conservancy,
along with state and Federal Agencies and local businesses proposed gpteseiglan based
on low impact recreation and tourism. In the early 1990s, there was a collaborative effort

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creating sustainable development. While efforts such as these produced some results, such as
the Eastern Shore Heritage Trail, they also produced some failures, like the Sustainable
Technologies Industrial Parka 2007, Virginia Tech sponsored two planning summits to
development a regional comprehensive plan for Northampton and Accomack Counties. And in
2015, the U.S. Department of Agriculture selected the Eastern Shore as an area for a series of
rural developmehmeeting among community and business leaders to formulate a long terms
strategy for economic development. This resulted in a proposal that identified four cluster
sectors in the area seen as having the greatest potential for economic growth: Aerospace &
Defense; Agribusiness and Food Processing; Arts, Entertainment Recreation & Visitor Industries;
and Foundational and Entrepreneurship Development.
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However welintentioned these studies have been, they have produced few positive results
and some costly flures. Many of these efforts have not been reliable in predicting long term
trends, or fail to account for certain variables such as rapid technological advances, consumer
preferences, natural disasters or global or national downturns.

3.4.2 PotentialGri x OE

Part of the historic tension relative to economic development has been the need to balance
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rural characte. Focusing on business sectors that compliment nature is thus logical. In that

vein, there are business sectors that might be targeted, as follows:

1) Marine transportatiorg The proximity of the County to the major shipping lanes of
the mid-Atlantic,as well as the deepvater harbor in Cape Charles and maritime heritage, lend
themselves to this type of industry. There are ongoing and proposed projects to develop the
marine services industry on the Eastern Shore from marina services to yacht répatown
recently amended its zoning map to accommodate a proposed South Harbor Marine Terminal
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but also create a number of new job opportunities.
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2) Speciajt manufacturing Two of the largest employers in the county, Bay Shore
Concrete and New Ravenna Mosaics, are in this sector of our economy. These businesses
import raw materials, train and use local labor to transform these raw materials into products

with much greater market value, and export their products.

3) Information Technology and Interrbased businessesinternet-dependent
businesses, including information processing, information and data management, graphic
design, website creation and magement, software development, database management,
data warehousing, Internet content development, Internet transactions, desktop publishing,

and telecommuting, will provide expanded opportunities for horaed officebased

businesses in rural areas. Wewver, high capacity broadband must be accessible to the
businessAccording to SET,would take 10 to 12 million dollars to complete buildobtthat
would serve all businesses and 95% of residences.

4) Healthcare An important service to all residents, health care is an important source
of jobs as well. Assuring that quality healthcare is accessible to residents and to visitors must
be a priority. Healthcare service providers offer good paying jotaddition to much needed
health care services. A continuum of care community would be a good fit with the influx of
retirees, the national trend towards an aging population, and a beautiful natural setting with
proximity to a metropolitan center[Ag'ng in place is a common occurrence in Northampton,

New ways of obtaining employment has made workers much more mobile, often to the

detriment of employers in lowvage areas with fevamenities. The internet has greatly

enhanced the ability of workers to find new jobs, who can now simply search the local labor

market, but the national and even global one. Websites such as Monster.com and

CareerBuilder.com list job openings throughdtiugé county on a daily basis. LinkedIn provides
weekly notifications of the number of jobs in a geographic area, which have been averaging
around 20,000 per week for the Hampton Roads area, which includes the Eastern Shore.

As the 2014 competitivenessudy indicated, workforce skills are an important consideration to
businesses seeking to relocate or expand. Comparatively speaking, Northampton County lags
behind many other areas, with 20.3% of its population not having a high school degree, as

opposedto the 11.7% average for the state of Virginia, 13.3% for the natioa-wheoleand

the U.S

internet as well as those available through community colleges. But with a limited population
and most businesses having few employees, it is difficult for educational institutions to attract
enough students to justify the cost of providing sfaized training.Many of the jobs in the

County can be performed without a college degree, but given the technological advances,
future jobs will require specialized training and certification beyond high school. Efforts should
be made at all levels tprovide additional educational opportunities beyond the traditional
academic studies and to encourage student and adult participation.

Educational systems are the logical and most equipped institutions to provide workforce
training, beginning at the seodary level and continuing through college, especially in terms of
providing certifications for specific skills. To be effective, they must be coordinated with the
needs of local employers, which requires cooperation with the business community.

Businesss can also create training programs and offer apprenticeship to teach specific skills.
However, in some cases, especially for low income workers or those without jobs, a more
comprehensive approach is required that extends beyond simply job trainingndarporates
supplying the basic needs to the individual and their family through a combination of safety net
assistance programs.

The Northampton County School District has established a number of specialized courses
providing training for specific sld| as well as a mentoring program which will help students
broaden their vision of what career opportunities might exist. It has also created a job shadow
program which allows students to observe real life workplace environments. Additionally, the
schod system has established a Career and Technical Training Program that offers students in
grades 8 through 12 special courses in applied academics which is designed to teach students
how to apply the knowledge obtained in the core classes to real work kittdbased tasks.

Courses include Agriculture Science and Mechanics, Horticulture, Business and Information
Technology, Keyboarding, Desktop Publishing, Accounting, Marketing, Sports and Fashion
Marketing, Building Trades, Carpentry and Auto MechanicsveMer, because of its small
enroliment, it is difficult for the system to offer a variety of course to meet the needs of every
industry on the Shore. Each course not only requires hiring a teacher with the necessary skills
and credentials but also makimyailable the tools and equipment used by those industries, as
well as the physical space required to teach the class. In order to justify the expense, a
minimum number of students would be required to participate.

4.1 Introduction

Housing is anajor necessity that helps define communities and is a key component in

According to the report from the Eastern Shore Healthy Communities, safe, affordab&shom
and neighborhoods contribute to both individual and general population health. The
availability and suitability of adequate housing options also contributes to the vitality of any
locality. It is incumbent upon County management to ensure that lodédtives, policies and
codes promote a balance of housing that is not only suitable and desirable, but also affordable
for all segments of the population.

4.2 Assets

The housing stock and data for Northampton County are described in detail in Part Il, Section
2F GKAA [/ 2YLINBKSyargsS ttlyo b2 NI KIfamiy 2y Q&
dwellings. There has been an increase in seasonal and vacatiafsrdrat complement the
increasing tourism industry (Part Il SectigriTable4.3). A GIS analysis in 2014 conducted by
County staff identified approximately 5,000 undeveloped building lots in the County and 1929
within the Towns. There is opportunity provide a range of housing types for all income

levels. Organizations like Habitat for Humanity, the Eastern Shore of Virginia Housing Alliance
and the Accomacklorthampton Regional Housing Authority help provide safe, sanitary and
affordable housing tdow income residents.

4.3 Issues

The 2012 Public Input Sessions provided insight into the various perspectives of the housing
issues in Northampton County. Along with that input, community data, the Comprehensive
tflry !

Plan Review Stakeholder Group and County staff, the following prevalent issues were identified:

1 Lack of infrastructure may limit the development of housing options in the County.
1 Current regulations inhibit thdevelopment of multifamily housing.

1 There is a lack of affordable workforce housing. More housing options are needed for
all levels of income.
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1 The lack of a continuum of care community may cause some residents to seek this
alternative elsewhere or discwage potential residents from seeking to retire in
Northampton County.

1 There are many undeveloped building lots within the County and Towns.
1 The County continues to have a high poverty rate.

1 Blight,dilapidated structures, improperly maintained rentalusing, and litter are all
concerns of Northampton County citizens. Efforts to reduce blight, remove abandoned
structures and litter should be a priority.

1 Deficiencies in street lighting, walkability, safety, sidewalks, and poor road conditions
contributeto depressed neighborhoods.

1 County tax base increasingly supported by residential property owners.
4.4 Housing Stock and Demographics
4.4.1 Subsidized and Very Low -Income Housing

Northampton County has a full range of housing options affordable to therioame

population and those with special needs but limited availability. In the past there has been a

unit development, Bay Creek Resort, was established in 1993 on land annexed by Cape Charles.

This development offers a range
of housing options from condominiums to muitiillion dollar homes. The towns, villages and
hamlets throughout the County provide a community identity and a variety of housing options,
including homes in designated historic districts. The agriculturacandervation land within

the County provides economic protection for those involved in the agricultural industry and
protects vistas, enhancing residential property values.

4.6 Housing Organizations and Programs

The following is a list of organizations and programs that assist in developing and sustaining
housing throughout the County and Towns.
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The AccomaciNorthampton Regional Housing Authority (NRHA)was created by the
County of Accomack and the County of Northampton. The Authority is tasked with providing
safe, sanitary and affordable housing to lkiwveome residents of the Eastern Shore. The A
NRHA focuses on developing rental housing and mandgesegional Section 8 Housing
Choice Voucher ProgramThe Authority also owns several apartment complexes and
continues work to provide a sufficient number of attractive and affordable rental ufiite
AccomackNorthampton Regional Housing Authority@lsrovides services for residents who

are considered homeless. The Homeless Program assists residents of both Northampton and
Accomack Counties. Eligible residents receive a housing voucher to cover their deposit and
rent for six months.

The Eastern Shre of Virginia Housing Alliancs a nonprofit organization that provides
new and rehabilitated affordable housing, either to rent or to own, to residents of
Accomack and Northampton Counties. It focuses on preparing residents for the
responsibilities ohome ownership and continues to work on reconstructing and
rehabilitating houses that have no indoor plumbing.

Eastern Shore of Virginia Habitat for Humanitgstablished in 1988, has erected 40 new
singlefamily homes on the Eastern Shore of Virginiavbfch 22 are in Northampton

County. Its mission is to provide safe, efficient home ownership for those citizens in
substandard housing on the Eastern Shore. Families that qualify have steady income, are
between the forty percent (40%) to eighty perc€B0%) median income level for the area,
are able to make down payments and pay an inteffesé monthly mortgage payment.

Each family is partnered with a support person who empowers families through education,
resources and oigoing support to create ingendence and health in individuals and
families improving the overall community. A system of annual workshops in coordination
with the Virginia Extension Service and th&lRDC helps educate the families about home
maintenance and financial planning. Htabis mainly supported by private donations,
repayable loans and volunteers.

The Federal Insurance and Mitigation Administration (FIMA&nages the National Flood
Insurance Program (NFIP) and a range of programs designed to reduce future losses to
homes businesses, schools, public buildings, and critical facilities from floods and other
natural disasters. This program provides grants in coordination with the State, locality and
private homeowner that ultimately preserve existing coastal villages amaelsdoy raising
existing structures above flood level. The NFIP also encourages localities to adopt
mitigation policies and offers lowost flood insurance to homeowners when local
government elects to participate, as is the case with Northampton County.
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Accomack and the Northampton Interfaith Crisis Council (A.l.C.C. and N.li€ &nited

Way Partner. Its mission is to help families residing in Accomack and Northampton

Counties who are in a genuine crisis, and are unable to get adequate help from other
existing organizations. The Interfaith Crisis Council was created byhelsuand individuals

to assist families in crisis. The council works with other agencies in the area to provide a
network of support and care. The A.l.C.C. and N.I.C.C. assist residents with fuel bills, food,
electric bills, medication, and rent.

New Road Community Development Group of Exmore, Inc. (NRCDG)

In 1992 a small core group of neighborhood activists formed the New Road Community

Development Group of Exmore, Inc. to address the issue of indoor plumbing and adequate
housing for lowincome f YA f A Sa o
Economic Empowerment and Housing Corporation (VESEEHC)cauaty community
development corporation dedicated to helping impoverished neighborhoods like New Road

redevelop. These corporatioa
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VESEEHC put the group in touch with McAuley Institute, a Silver Spring Maryland Catholic

philanthropy with a mission dfelping lowincome communities. In 1998, the construction

of the sewer and watesystem began and later building construction was started. The New
Road Village has 16 incomestricted apartments with 1, 2 or 3 bedrooms. The 3 bedroom
units have 1 % baths. The outside entrances have front and back porches and there is a

washer anddryer in each unit The neighborhood also has a community center.

Bayview Citizens for Social Justice (BCSJ)

The Bayview Citizens for Social Justice, Inc. is a 501(c)(3) organization. Its mission is to

eliminate poverty by improving the living conditienf its citizens and to properly educate,

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5 The Environment, Natural Resources , and Open Space Plan

5.1 Introduction

The Environment, Natural Resources and Open Space Plan addresses the needs and
requirements for both protecting and utilizirthe landscape, waters and other natural
resources of Northampton Counby taking into account the balance between public and
private property rights, economic growtbnvironmental protection, and the desires of the
community to maintain aesthetic qualits of the County.

Northampton County residents value the scenic beauty of the agricultural and natural resources
of the landscape, the abundant natural resources arising from the seaside and bayside
waterways, the limited resource of clean groundwater tiecreational use and enjoyment of

the public lands and waterways, and the biodiversity of the wildlife habitats found within the
County and adjacent environment. In addition, the economic drivers of tourism, agriculture

and aquaculture depend largely dme high-quality natural resources of the County.

Environmental issues such as coastal flooding, sea level rise, groundwater availability, state and
federal regulations, wetlands, soil capability, endangered species and critical natural resources
may infuence economic drivers, land use planning, and demand for public utilities.

5.2 Assets

The natural resources of Northampton County are described in detail in Part I, Seofitims
Comprehensive Plan. It is difficult to quantify natural resource assets, but generally valuations
are derived from three categories: (1) direct yuéd indirect use (ecosystem servicem)d (3)
non-use values.

Deep soils that provideatural attenuation to septic and other pollutants on the land
protect the quality of the deep groundwater throughout much of Northampton County;
The Barrier Islands and associated seaside marsh and lagoon system protect the
mainland of the County from higenergy wave action due to storms or tsunamis.

The Barrier Islands and associated seaside marsh and lagoon system provide an
unimpaired breeding and stopover habitat for migratory birds, colonial waterbirds,
shorebirds, and sea turtles. Numerous commarand norcommercial marine species
utilize the pristine, nutrientich waters for spawning grounds and nursery habitat.

The natural functions of wetlands include retention of flood waters, erosion protection,
and waterfowl habitat.

The maritime forestsdund in the coastal dune system provides critical stopover habitat
to migrating songbirds and raptors during the annual fall migration.

The intangible values of the natural resources are a subjective measurement. Intangible values
in Northampton Countyniclude the scenic enjoyment of the matrix of woodlands, open spaces,
agricultural lands, numerous waterbodies, the knowledge of living in a special place, and the
value a person may place on preserving the natural resources for the future use and enjoyment
of others.

Environmental Issues

During the development of this Environmental Plan, input was gathered from County citizens,
Plan Review Stakeholder Group, Comprehensive Plan Advisory Committee, county staff, and
other agency staff. The following environmemaleds, concerns, arndsueswere raised.

The County has an abundant amount of prime agricultural soils that should be protected
and preserved to ensure the future of the agriculture industry.

Desirefor additionalpublic beach access Northern portions of the County.
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1 Both the Atantic Ocean and the Chesapeake Bay possess scenic beauty but also have
extensive marsh, dune and marine ecosystems that enhance the local water quality and
provide habitat for numbers of marine and aquatic species which must be protected.

which must be protected.

1 The threat of surface and ground water contamination from commercial, industrial and
residential development and agricultural operat®and poor storm water management
must be addressed by local government and stakeholders.

1 Sea level rise poses many threats, including inundation and flooding of low lying areas,
destruction of coastal habitat, and damage to infrastructure.

1 Development 6oil drilling and wind energy in environmentally sensitive areas is a
threat to the natural resources (especially birds and water quality) of Northampton

County.

1 Activities on the land, including several types of uses (agriculture, residential
developmen, commercial and industrial) and intensity of such uses, impact the water
quality of surrounding Chesapeake Bay and seaside ecosystems, as well as the quality
and quantity of potable groundwater resources. Impairment of these waters is not
compatible wih the major economic activities of agriculture, aquaculture, scientific

research and tourism in the County.

1 Beaches, dunes and Barrier Islands are diminishing due to erosion and insufficient
replenishment. Wetlands are disappearing from inundation aration as sea level
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rises and barriers to inland migration have been created by construction of bulkheads
and revetments. There is great concern on the part of the Commonwealth that the
continued armoring of shorelines and construction within the coamste& will threaten

the longterm sustainability of coastal ecosystems under current and projected sea level

rise.

responsibility of the local governments to ensuhat activities on the land do not contaminate
or cause other impairments to the water supply on a smaller scale. TRDC provides
ongoing technical assistance to the County through thedointy GrountflVwater Committee of
the Eastern Shore of Virg@hlanragement-Committeeas well as through-AIPDC staff.

5.4.3 Surface Waters

Community facilities and services are the improvements, infrastructure, and programs made
available to serve the general publi€hey include both facilities owned by the public and those
owned and opeated by private enterprise for the benefit of the community. Community
facilities are shown on maps at the end of this chapter.

Future land development should be linked to the availability and adequacy of necessary public
facilities and services to metite needs of residents and businesses. Without water,
wastewater treatment, roads, public safety, emergency services, and educational facilities,
development density and the range of allowable uses are limited. Because public facility
improvements are epensive they should be prudently planned and provided in the most
economical and efficient manner possibi&e publicshouldnot be required to pay for public
facilities and services that are unnecessary or inappropriately located.
