 The meeting was called to order by the Chairman at 10:00 

A.M. Ralph Orzo made the invocation.  

 

The minutes of the Electoral Board meeting held on August 

17, 2016 having been reviewed by the board were approved and 

signed. 

 

Registrar provided Board with the initial version of the 

Officer of Election precinct assignments. Board will look over 

and make final approval next meeting.  

 

Board and registrar discussed the schedule for ballot 

printing and Logic and Accuracy Testing for the CAP equipment. 

Registrar informed Board that ballots should arrive the week of 

the 12-16, and Board scheduled L&A testing for September 16 

provided that ballots are delivered on schedule. Board and 

registrar reviewed the new randomized logic procedures to be 

used for L&A, and registrar said he and Liz would do a test run 

beforehand. 

 

Board and Registrar discussed upcoming training. Certified 

Officer training, which is optional and provides hands-on 

competency training for machines and forms, will be scheduled 

during the weeks of Sept. 19-30, depending on demand. Mandatory 

Training for all Officers of Election will be done a bit 

differently this year. New and/or novice officers will be asked 

to attend an Elections 101 training during the week of Oct. 10-

14 to go over basic precinct procedures and general election 

law. All officers will attend a training that will focus more on 

emergency procedures, precinct security and other subjects more 

germane to a Presidential Election. That training will be held 

during the week of October 17-21.  

 

The canvass for the November 8, 2016, General and Special 

Election is scheduled for November 9, 2016, at 11:00 a.m. in the 

Voter Registration Office. 

 

Board discussed outreach efforts by registrar and after 

reviewing the schedule, wondered if a general all-county 

informational meeting might be a good idea for this election. 

Registrar will look into it. 

 

Chairman moved that the Board meet on October 6, 2016, at 

10:00 A.M. All present voted yes. Motion was unanimously passed.
